The Makers of Buddhism - Practical Arts and Professional Disciplines in the Construction of the Buddhist
Cultural Heritage from India to Japan and to Tibet and Mongolia

Argumentaire: This workshop aims to reconsider Buddhism and its cultural heritage by looking at them
through the lens of the professionals (artists and craftspeople) who were directly engaged in producing,
maintaining, and reconstructing Buddhist sites and by studying the various systems of practical knowledge
they created and transmitted. Since ancient India, professionals specializing in various practical arts and
disciplines were affiliated with Buddhist temples and monasteries. A number of these systems of practical
knowledge from India were transmitted to China and Korea, where they were combined with local systems
of knowledge, technologies, and practices; in this hybrid form, they were transmitted to Japan. In the case
of Mongolia, practical arts made their way to the monastic curriculum following the example of traditional
Tibetan monastic education, which was based on the educational model developed in India at Nalanda.

While many scholars now focus on visual and material culture, some on medicine, and only very few on
the performing arts of Buddhism, very little is known about the actual people who carried out these
disciplines, arts, and technologies, and what especially kind of documents they left to transmit their
knowledge. It is important to note that these professionals were directly responsible for making Buddhism
what it is (or was), in addition to scholar-monks, ritual specialists, and ascetics that normally attract our
academic attention. This workshop will contribute to shed light on this blindspot in scholarship and offer
a better knowledge of these traditional arts and systems of knowledge and practice.

Colloque: Workshop Genghis Khan’s Posthumous Life in Modern Eurasia

International Workshop and Call for Contributions to an edited book
Genghis Khan’s Posthumous Life in Modern Eurasia
Organized by Fei Chen, Marc A. Matten and Egas Moniz Bandeira

Genghis Khan built the largest land empire that history has ever seen, one that, at its peak, ruled over a quarter
of the entire population in the known world and stretched from the Pacific Ocean in the east to the Danube
River and the shores of the Persian Gulf in the west, from Siberia in the north to Himalayas and Indochina in

the south. The military expansion of the Mongol Empire instilled both fear and awe of its founder in the minds
of people across Eurasia and beyond, which makes him a global figure whose impact can still be felt today.

He is worshipped as a national hero in both China and Mongolia, as the equestrian statue at the bank of the
Tuul River that has become a destination for tourists from both countries indicates. Narratives about him are
often contested, and there are fierce controversies about whether he was a Chinese or Mongolian ruler. In
2020, the CCP criticized a museum in Nantes for not conveying the “correct” interpretation of his life and
achievements.

The workshop will not only examine the discourses on Genghis Khan in academic studies and history textbooks,
but also investigate government policies that promote or ban the commemoration of this historical figure,
asking whether he can serve as a shared hero. It will address the representations of this empire-builder in TV
dramas, films, comics, and anime in countries and cultures ranging from Japan, Korea and China to Russia,
Europe and India.

The goal of the workshop and the book project is to discuss the global dimension of Genghis Khan, asking where
to situate him in the context of empires and nation-states. It aims to assess his historical significance for
national, cultural and ethnic discourses in the past and the present, how popular and official narratives impact
each other, and which role sentiments of nostalgia, horror, and pride are employed at the intersection of
history, politics, and popular culture.

We welcome contributions from scholars in various disciplines, including but not limited to history, Asian
studies, political science, cultural studies, literature, and media studies.

The workshop is part of the project Writing History with China supported by the Volkswagen Foundation.
It will take place (in person) at FAU Erlangen-Nirnberg from 8-10 March 2024.

The present book is a critical edition of Mongolian ritual manuscripts preserved in Czech collections.
It offers palaeographic descriptions, transcriptions for all the manuscripts, accompanied in most
cases by English translations and selected facsimiles. The edition includes the majority of popular
ritual text categories written in Classical Mongolian (mostly incense offering rituals) commonly
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circulating in the extramonastic milieu of premodern Mongolia: texts on the (hearth) fire worship, White Old Man,
Offering of the Fox, Geser Khan, hunting rituals, while several texts related to cults of local deities, protection of
livestock, as well as popular religious songs and individual prayers are appearing in the scholarly literature for the
first time. The corpus of edited manuscripts is preceded by a brief introduction to the role of ritual texts in the
Mongolian popular religious life and to the history of their research and accompanied by thematic remarks from the
fieldwork. The sources have a high comparative value for the currently intensely developing field of Mongolian
Buddhist studies
