(Mongol Banner Map, 1907, HKUST)

The maps of Mongol “banner” i territories convey a wealth of information on local geography, history, and topography in the late
Qing period. Although they were executed on the order of the central Qing government and were supposed to follow standardized
conventions, they offer an emic, Mongol representation on their own land. The present study focuses on a bilingual map of the
Right Banner of the Eastern Tumed %+ HIME in the Josoto League SIZREH of Inner Mongolia dated from 1907 and
preserved in the collection of “Chinese” maps of HKUST. It is proposed to study this map as an artistic artefact—its making,
material characteristics, and conceptualization of the territory—, as a historical document, and as a geographical document.

will be held on November 13-14, 2024 at the Institute of Oriental Studies of Russian Academy of Sciences,
Moscow, ul. Rozhdestvenka, 12.

The tradition of holding a conference of translators of Buddhist texts at the Institute of Oriental Studies of
the Russian Academy of Sciences (RAS) was laid down in 2018 (https://buddhist-
translations.ru/buddhence2018.html) and continued in 2020 (https://buddhist-
translations.ru/confere2020.html) by the Institute of Oriental Studies of RAS, Save Tibet Foundation, The
Institute of Philosophy of RAS and the Tibetan Culture and Information Centre.

Purpose: to develop methodological approaches to the creation of unified Buddhist lexicography and the
formation of Buddhist canon in Russian language.

Objectives: to discuss the translation and application of Buddhist religious, cultural, ethical and
philosophical concepts and terms, to increase public awareness of them, to acquire new knowledge and
information through the exchange of experience, to present results of research and analysis in the form
of recommendations, to develop interdisciplinary, inter-agency and international cooperation in the field
of Buddhist Studies.

Special attention will be given to the Indo-Tibetan and Mongolian traditions of Buddhism historically
present in Russia and adjacent countries.



Conference topic:
¢ Methodology of translation of Buddhist texts and hermeneutic problems;

¢ Practice of translating Buddhist text from Sanskrit, Pali, Chinese, Tibetan, Mongolian into Russian and
other European languages;

¢ Terminology of different traditions and schools of Buddhism;

e Terminology of basic and secondary fields of Buddhist knowledge (Tib. rigs gnas che ba Inga — art,
medicine, linguistics, logic, philosophy of Buddhism; rig gnas chung ba Inga — poetics, metrics,
lexicography, drama, astrology) and their transmission into Russian and other European languages;

¢ Canonized lexicography of Buddhist dictionaries «Mahaviutpatti», «The Source of Sages» and others;

¢ Analytical studies of published translations of Buddhist texts: approaches and terminology.

We invite researchers of Buddhist culture, scientists, Buddhist clergy, translators of Buddhist texts
cooperating with publishing houses and Buddhist organizations, simultaneous interpreters, working with
Buddhist masters.

Format of the conference: in person and online.

Les lauréats pourront bénéficier d’une mission de terrain financée d’une
durée maximale de 30 jours (pour des recherches hors France métropolitaine).Les candidats peuvent
solliciter ce contrat jusqu’a trois ans apres la soutenance de leur these (conformément a I'article L412-4 —
Code de la recherche établissant un nouveau régime pour les contrats postdoctoraux), c’est-a-dire pour
des théses soutenues depuis le 1er septembre 2021.
