Mardi 8 avril : Lhagvademchig Jadamba (National University of Mongolia) : « Mongolia in between the US-
China conflict over the next Dalai Lama »

Is Mongolia relevant to the succession of the next Dalai Lama amid the current opposing positions
of the U.S. and China? If so, what stance could Mongolia take on this issue? These questions
emerged after Mongolia secured its Buddhist leader, the Tenth Jebtsundamba Khutugtu, in 2016.
The seminar will discuss why Mongolia is moving toward reinstating the pre-socialist Mongolian
Buddhist institution—the Jebtsundamba Khutugtu institution, in the post-socialist era.
Furthermore, it will examine to what extent the Jebtsundamba Khutugtu may or may not play a
role in the selection of the next Dalai Lama.

13-14 novembre 2024 : Colloque « Temporalités mongoles » a Paris

Colloque international « Temporalités mongoles : passé, présent et futur des objets,
méthodes et approches dans les études mongoles », 13-14 novembre 2025, Inalco

Dates : 13-14 novembre 2025
Lieu : Auditorium de I’'Inalco, Paris 13¢

En 2012, un colloque historique réunissait a Paris plus d’une quarantaine de chercheur-es spécialistes de
la Mongolie et des Mongols, francophones, anglophones, russophones et mongolophones, autour de la
thématique « Espace et patrimoines mongols® »'. A I'occasion du soixantenaire de I’établissement des
relations franco-mongoles et avec elles de I'instauration pérenne d’un enseignement du mongol a I'lnalco,
I'ambassade de Mongolie en France et les réseaux de recherche mongolistes frangais et mongols
souhaitent renouveler I'expérience de rencontres internationales confrontant les pratiques, paradigmes
et méthodologies d’Europe occidentale et de Mongolie. Le theme choisi pour 2025, celui des temporalités,
fait écho a des thématiques qui traversent les sciences sociales anglo-saxonnes (réseau de recherche
Anthropology of Time de I’Association for Social Anthropologists par exemple) que francaises et
francophones (anthropologie des futurs, écritures d’anticipation), tout en rebattant les cartes de la
tradition des études mongoles en Mongolie méme. La thématique invite ainsi simultanément a
I’exploration de notions et d’enjeux d’actualité et a un état des lieux croisé et interdisciplinaire des études
mongoles, entre Europe et Asie.

1. Le théme des temporalités invite tout d’abord a une réflexion sur les passés, présents et perspectives
futures des sciences humaines et sociales, dans leurs évolutions contemporaines. Ce premier axe
s’intéresse ainsi a la croisée interdisciplinaire des paradigmes et des méthodologies qui interrogent le
passage du temps, qu’il s’agisse d’instruire les savoirs historiques et archéologiques, de (re)penser des
découpages chronologiques, ou encore d’interroger des notions comme celles de « post-socialisme » ou
de « transition », concepts majeurs qui ont longtemps servi a penser la décennie 1990 en Mongolie et plus
largement en Asie Centrale.

2. Un second axe de réflexion invite a faire dialoguer les disciplines du passé et du présent, en interrogeant
aussi bien les évolutions méthodologiques des sciences historiques, notamment dans leurs emprunts aux
méthodes et hypotheses des sciences sociales du contemporain, que I’analyse des passés dans le présent,
qui connaissent un regain de vitalité en Mongolie contemporaine : réinvention des grandes figures
historiques, place des sciences archéologiques dans le roman national, etc.

3. Le troisieme axe invite a penser directement des notions comme « durée », « temps »,

« rythme » ou « temporalité » a I'aune d’objets variés, qui permettent de discuter des grands paradigmes
et de leurs possibles limites. Ainsi, peut-on penser des « temporalités mongoles » sans reconduire des
visions essentialisantes ? Comment construire un comparatisme éclairé autour de ces notions

incontournables et actuelles ? Quels moyens méthodologiques mettre en ceuvre pour documenter,
analyser et rendre compte des facons de vivre, de construire et de transformer les temporalités ?

4. Enfin, on s’interrogera plus spécifiquement sur le vécu des temporalités accélérées contemporaines, les
défis et les désirs qu’elles stimulent, en questionnant par exemple les réponses possibles aux changements
sociétaux et environnementaux, aux outils numériques de type nouvelles technologies, aux écosystemes
géopolitiques en transformation. Comment les populations, et avec elles les chercheur-es, se
positionnent-ils et elles pour se projeter dans |'avenir ? Quels recours aux expériences passées, aux
perceptions du présent sont mobilisés ou non pour aborder les incertitudes de I'avenir ?

In 2025, we celebrate the 90th anniversary of Professor Gyorgy Kara’s birth (1935-2022) and the 75th
anniversary of the establishment of Hungarian-Mongolian diplomatic relations. We wish to contribute to
these events by organizing the Fifth International Conference on Aspects of Mongolian Buddhism on 8-9
April 2025. The conference is organized by the Department of Mongolian and Inner Asian Studies and
Research Centre for Mongolian Studies, ELTE E6tvos Lorand University with partner institutions from
Hungary and Mongolia.

Following the success of the conferences “Mongolian Buddhism: Past, Present and Future” in 2015,
“Mongolian Buddhism in Practice” in 2017, “Mongolian Buddhism: Tradition and Innovation” in 2019,
“Mongolian Buddhism: Animals, Plants and Bioethics” in 2022, the fifth international conference is for
scholars and monks to present their work on any aspect of the textual tradition of Mongolian Buddhism.
This can cover history, philosophy, education, monasticism, rituals, folklore and folk religion, and any other
fields related to Mongolian Buddhism’s textual tradition preserved in written form or oral narratives.

The tradition of Mongolian Buddhism traces back centuries, and Buddhist teachings and practices exist in
both written and oral forms. The aim of the conference is to reveal the wide diversity of Mongolian
Buddhism’s textual tradition. The conference will focus on the Buddhism of Mongols living in the present
area of Mongolia and the beliefs and practices of Mongols living in China, Russia, or other places where
Mongols settled. The distinctiveness of Mongolian Buddhism compared to the Buddhist corpus in general
will be revealed through the presentations. The scientific papers will be published in book format.

Renowned Hungarian Orientalist, Mongolist and philologist, Professor Gyorgy Kara (1935-2022),
corresponding member of the Hungarian Academy of Sciences, head of the Department of Inner Asian
Studies at ELTE E6tvos Lorand University and the Research Group for Altaic Studies of the Hungarian
Academy of Sciences for decades, was a pioneer in the research of the “Books of the Mongolian Nomads”
and laid an emphasis on different scripts, eminent polymaths, and philological research of Mongolian
texts. Presentations concerning Professor Gyorgy Kara’s oeuvre, research topics, and philology are also
warmly welcome.

The main languages of the conference are English, Mongolian and Russian.
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The organizers will provide refreshments during the conference. Travelling and accommodation should be
organized individually. If you need assistance regarding accommodation possibilities, please ask the
organizers.

An escorted visit to the Oriental Collection of the Library and Information Centre of the Hungarian
Academy of Sciences would be organized in the afternoon on 7 April 2025. The first day of the conference,
8 April 2025 will take place at ELTE E6tvos Lorand University, and Karoli Gaspar University of the Reformed
Church in Hungary will host the panels of the second day, 9 April 2025.
