Résumé

Au cours de cette intervention, Eléa Boénnec (géographe) présentera un article rédigé a quatre
mains avec Isaline Saunier (anthropologue), a paraitre prochainement dans la revue des Etudes
mongoles et sibériennes, centrasiatiques et tibétaines. Les autrices partent du paradoxe suivant :
en Mongolie contemporaine, l'imaginaire national célebre des figures féminines fortes et
politiquement actives héritées du passé gengiskhanide (ex. Mandukhai, Khutulun), tandis que les
femmes mongoles restent marginalisées des espaces de pouvoir légitimes. A partir de cette
tension, les deux chercheuses interrogent, dans une perspective décoloniale, les concepts
d’empowerment, d’agentivité et de sororité a 'aune du contexte mongol contemporain. Dans
quelle mesure ces catégories d’analyse permettent-elles de rendre compte des pratiques de
jeunes femmes mongoles citadines et éduquées ? Comment ces concepts peuvent-ils étre relus a
partir des héritages historiques et sociaux mongols et des témoignages recueillis ?

En s’appuyant sur des données ethnographiques et netnographiques collectées a Ulaanbaatar et
sur Instagram/Facebook (de 2015 a 2023), Eléa Boénnec présentera la facon dont cet article
identifie des pratiques subtiles: sororité transgénérationnelle et transnationale, usages
stratégiques du corps et de son capital érotique, et mobilisation numérique contre les violences
sexistes et sexuelles.

Ce séminaire sera également I'occasion de revenir sur les choix conceptuels, les interrogations et
les réflexions qui ont traversé ce travail, ouvrant la voie a de nouvelles perspectives de recherche.

Nouvelles perspectives de recherche sur les pouvoirs et sociétés des steppes en contexte ouest-
eurasiatique (Afghanistan, Asie centrale, Iran)

New Research Perspectives on Steppe Powers and Societies in a West-Eurasian Context (Afghanistan,
Central Asia, Iran)

Ce colloque propose de réévaluer le réle historique et culturel des sociétés nomades d’origine steppique
dans I'espace ouest-eurasien (Afghanistan, Asie centrale, Iran, nord-ouest du sous-continent indien). Alors
que ces sociétés et les pouvoirs qui en émanaient ont jusqu’a présent été majoritairement percus comme
des facteurs de déstabilisation et de marginalisation de la région, les récents développements
historiographiques et anthropologiques remettant en cause le paradigme tribal les éclairent sous un jour
nouveau. S’inscrivant dans ce renouvellement, le colloque vise a définir les contours d’une culture des
steppes sophistiquée et a mettre en avant et son caractére central et structurant en Eurasie de I'Ouest,
dans une perspective diachronique. Il favorisera un dialogue interdisciplinaire en réunissant des
chercheuses et chercheurs issus des domaines de I'histoire, de I’archéologie, I'anthropologie, de la
philologie et de I'histoire de I'art, autour de thématiques telles que les migrations, les structures sociales,
les interactions culturelles et les dynamiques de pouvoir exercées par les élites d’origine nomade.

Le colloque se déroulera a Paris les 15 et 16 avril 2026. Langues de communication : anglais et francais.
Durée des communications : 20 minutes. Les communications feront I'objet d’'une publication apres le
colloque.

This conference seeks to reassess the historical and cultural role of steppe-origin nomadic societies in the
West-Eurasian space (Afghanistan, Central Asia, Iran, and the northwestern Indian subcontinent). While
such societies—and the political powers they generated—have long been viewed primarily as agents of
destabilization and marginalization in the region, recent historiographical and anthropological
developments challenge the tribal paradigm and offer new perspectives. In line with this scholarly renewal,
the conference aims to delineate the contours of a sophisticated steppe culture and to highlight its central
and structuring role in Western Eurasia from a diachronic perspective. It will foster interdisciplinary
dialogue by bringing together scholars from history, archaeology, anthropology, philology, and art history
to explore themes such as migration, social structures, cultural interactions, and the dynamics of power
exercised by nomadic elites.

The conference will take place in Paris on 15 and 16 April 2026. Languages of communication: English and
French. Length of papers: 20 minutes. The papers will be published after the conference.

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Aspects of Manchu Studies conference is dedicated to the 100* anniversary of Professor Katalin
Kohalmi's birth (1926-2012). ELTE Edtvos Lordnd University (and its predecessors, known by
various names) has offered courses related to the Manchu language and culture since the late
19" century. The early popularity of Written Manchu courses among students highlights the
significance of this discipline. Key figures in the field, such as Jozsef Budenz, Gabor Balint
of Szentkatolna, and Katalin Kéhalmi (also known as Katalin Uray Kdhalmi), have dedicated
substantial studies to various aspects of Manchu and Tungus philology. The last decades of the
20" century and the early years of the 21% century were marked by a close association between
Manchu studies at ELTE Eotvos Lordnd University and the contributions of Professor Katalin
Kéhalmi. The team at the Department of Mongolian and Inner Asian Studies (ELTE), along with
its partner institutions, the Department of Mongolian Language and Linguistics, Department
of Literature and Arts (National University of Mongolia), and the Mongolian Association for
Manchu Studies, plans to organise an international conference on Manchu philology, historical Katalin Kéhalm
and cultural sources, and their contextual significance, to celebrate the legacy of one of the 1926-2012

field’s foremost scholars, Katalin Kdhalmi.

In 2026, scholars in Mongolia and abroad will commemorate the centennial of Jamtsyn Badraa, one of
Mon golia’s most influential cultural figures. To honor his life and work, an international academic
conference will be held at the National University of Mongolia in Ulaanbaatar on March 20, 2026. The
event is organized by the Jamtsyn Badraa Foundation, the Department of Literary and Art Studies, and the
Institute of Mongolian Studies, with participation from the Institute of Language and Literature of the
Mongolian Academy of Sci ences and the Mongolian University of Arts and Culture.

The conference aims to reassess Badraa’s contributions to folklore, ethnomusicology, poetics, translation
studies, and Mongolian stylistics, which are fields in which his scholarship helped define modern
approaches. His wide-ranging work on long song traditions, oral literature, and cultural terminology
continues to shape contemporary research, while his translations from Hindi, Sanskrit, Italian, English, and
Russian expanded Mongolia’s intellectual horizons.

Center of Contemporary Culture, Almaty (2025); Oliara: The Dark Moon at Mimosa House, London (2022);
and The Space of Silence at Aspan Gallery, Almaty (2021).
